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Launches North America’s First Local Chapter in British Columbia!

The Association of Pedestrian and Bicycle Professionals (APBP) is North America’s leading professional organization
providing expertise in sustainable transportation. There are currently over 1,300 APBP members across North
America, including employees of all levels of government, consulting firms and non-profit organizations. APBP
members work in the engineering, planning, landscape architecture, law enforcement, safety, and health promotion
fields.
